43 also includes G d’s detailed instructions for the seven-day initiation of Aaron and his four sons—
Nadav, Avihu, Elazar and Itamar—into the priesthood, and for the making of the golden altar,
on which the ketoret (incense) was burned.
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Although Purim is celebrated in Adar II as it is closest to the month of Nissan (when the
- redemption from Egypt occurred), the 14" and 15" days of Adar I are known as Purim Katan
53 (Small Purim) and Shushan Purim Katan (Small Shushan Purim), respectively.
On these days: Tachanun (penitential prayers) are omitted. --Fasting is not observed.--
Eulogies are generally not made.
